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At its meeting in December 2008, Study Group15 consented draft G.9970 (ex G.hnta).
Since the approval of Recommendation G.9970 “Generic Home Network Transport Architecture” in January 2009, SG15 has assigned Q1/15 to develop a draft recommendation G.hntreq “Requirements of transport functions in IP home network”.  Recommendation number G.9971 has since been assigned to G.hntreq.

The several drafts of this Recommendation have been reviewed by key SDO in and outside the ITU.  Comments to date have been valuable and are accommodated in the current draft.

The current draft of G.9971, following the SG15 October 2009 meeting, is attached to this liaison.
SG15 requests your continued review and comment on this document outline as well as current text. SG15 thanks you for you attention, effort and cooperation on this project.
