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The IEEE 802.11 Working Group is issuing a Final Call for Proposals to be considered under its PAR for development of an extension to the IEEE 802.11b standard that operates at data rates in excess of 22Mbps.

Deadlines

Notification of Intent to present: 11:59PM EST Monday, October 30, 2000 

The chairperson of TGg, Matthew B. Shoemake, should be notified by this date and time of all individual’s intent to present a proposal at the November 2000 Session of the IEEE 802.11 Working Group.  

Submission of Proposal: 11:59PM EST Monday, November 6, 2000

All proposals must be submitted by this time to allow TGg to begin execution of its selection procedure.  Submissions should conform to the IEEE 802.11 formatting and numbering conventions.  Templates are available on the IEEE 802.11 website at www.ieee802.org/11 and documents number may be obtain from Harry Worstell, Vice Chairperson of IEEE 802.11.

Since the selection procedure to be used is based on elimination and merging of proposals, it is the intent of Task Group G to disallow from consideration any proposals that do not meet these deadlines.

Selection Procedure

The official selection procedure to be used is contained in document 00/209r3.  

Functional Requirements

As specified in the Selection Procedure, Task Group G has adopted official Functional Requirements as found in document 00/210r4.  All proposals must meet the requirements in this document.  It is the intent of TGg to disallow any proposals that do not meet these requirements.

Comparision Criteria

As specified in the Selection Procedure, Task Group G has adopted official Comparision Criteria.  These criteria are to be used as a tool by voting members to assist them in selection the best solution.  It is mandatory to submit answers to all items in the comparision critieria.  It is the intent of TGg to disallow any proposals that do not answer the questions in the comparision criteria.  The official Comparison Criteria are found in document 00/211r9.  

The Comparision Criteria are meant to be a mandatory minimum amount of information for each proposal, thus presenters are allowed to provide any additional information that may be relevant.

It is the intent of the IEEE 802.11 Working Group and Task Group G to correspond with regulatory bodies worldwide to try to assure applicability of the resulting standard as widely as possible.  Although the Comparison Criteria document does not contain questions related to regulatory issues, presenters are advised to include a recommended strategy for achieving acceptance by worldwide regulatory bodies.
