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Proposed Notification to ITU-R regarding 
WirelessMAN-Advanced Transposition

1. Background

ITU-R Working Party 5D communicated to IEEE on 21 April 2011 (see IEEE L802.16-11/0023) that the following documentation is due to ITU-R on 21 September 2011 from each IMT-Advanced Transposing Organization:

· transposition references, for incorporation into preliminary draft new Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] 

· Certification C, which refers to those transposition references
IEEE intends to serve as a Transposing Organization. It so notified ITU-R in a Certification B filing (see IEEE L802.16-10/0090r6) of March 2011.

A draft Certification C was completed by the IEEE 802.16 Working Group during Session #74 (see IEEE L802.16-11/0028). It refers to “hyperlinks for standards on WirelessMAN-Advanced transposed by IEEE, as submitted to the Counsellor for ITU-R SG5 on xx September 2011 (IEEE L802.16-11/00xx.” This document IEEE L802.16-11/00xx has not yet been reviewed and is the subject of this contribution.

2. Format for Transposition References
The 21 April 2011 liaison (see IEEE L802.16-11/0023) states that

In order to assist the finalization of Draft New Recommendation M.[IMT.RSPEC] with regard to the incorporation of the references and hyperlinks to the transposed standards/specifications, WP 5D has inserted templates into Attachment 3 indicating how it would prefer the transposition tables be structured by the “Transposing Organizations” in each of the annexes in draft new Rec. ITU-R M[IMT.RSPEC].

Therefore, the references should be developed per the template table contained in Subclause 2.2.1.2.1 (“Transpositions: IEEE”) of the M.[IMT.RSPEC] draft (available as IEEE L802.16-11/0024).
3. Proposal
A WG liaison document, with a document number of the form IEEE L802.16-11/00xx, should be agreed by the IEEE 802.16 ITU-R Liaison Group (after delegation by the IEEE 802.16 Working Group) at Session #75. This should be submitted, along with the finalized Certification C, to the appropriate ITU-R Counsellor by the IEEE liaison officer in time to meet the 21 September deadline.

The attachment (IEEE C802.16-11/0007attach) accompanying this contribution proposes the content of the transposition reference table to be submitted to ITU-R along with Certification C. The attachment is based on Subclause 2.2.1.2.1 of the M.[IMT.RSPEC] draft. It refers to URLs of web pages that have been posted to the IEEE 802.16 web site.
