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Introductions
IEEE 802.16n AWD describes relay link release operation in Section 16.12.1.2.3. In this contribution, we propose a modified AAI-MMRL-REQ message which is transmitted by HR-MS acting as relay to release relay mode. In the current message, the reason why the HR-MS acting as relay wants to release its relay mode is not defined in current documents. If a HR-MS acting as relay reports the reason of release to its superordinate HR-BS, the superordinate HR-BS may react more efficiently.
