3) Do we need to update the 16n PAR to reflect the change in baseline specifications? One possible issue is that formally we may not currently have a PAR to update 802.16m. Issue was tabled pending guidance from Roger.

4) Order of technical discussions: we have decides to start with RG reports, then continue with SRD comments, followed by AWD comments from RG or that are closely related to the RG material, finally followed by other AWD comments.

v. Recess, create an adhoc to determine which are the core feature - 0

Sungcheol moves to make all text optional in AWD, seconded by Youngmoon; The question of passing  percentage for the motion is answered by the Chair that as a procedural motion it requires 50%. 

For 4, against 10, abstaining 0, motion fails.
Motion by Anh Tuan, seconding Eldad, to match AWD features optional / mandatory status to that of the SRD for initial adoption.
