The frame Npaging frame that includes the paging message is pre-determined for each AMS. The mechanism for determining Npaging frame is based on the AMS’s temporary identifier, and can be expressed as follows: 

Npaging_frame = AMS’s temporary identifier mod 4
The location of the AMAP IE that contains the burst assignment information for paging message is pre-determined, i.e. the AMAP IE is sent in the predetermined frame. The AMAP IE is addressed to all idle mode users using an idle mode multicast ID.
