Multi-Carrier DG Chairs

I. Overall Description
Multi-Carrier DG started its harmonization activities after Session#61 by extending the preliminary harmonization progress achieved during Session#61. Before the end of Session#61, the harmonized text proposal by Multi-Carrier DG (C802.16m-09/1176r2) was adopted by TGm to cover the MAC layer issues. By extending this progress, Multi-Carrier DG continues to discuss the remained MAC layer issues on network entry, carrier management, handover, Ranging and etc.
Before the start of Session#62, Multi-Carrier DG basically discussed all the MAC layer issues and achieve general consensus on network entry, carrier management and handover. The discussion progress and the achieved consensus were reflected into the documents uploaded to Multi-Carrier DG upload server (http://dot16.org/ul/member/ul.cgi?command=viewupload&database=C80216m_MC_db), which includes the following document:

Based on the latest consensus recorded in C802.16m_MC-09/005, the DG Chairs submitted two TGm contributions C802.16m-09/1282 and C802.16m-09/1283 to carry the harmonized text proposal for MAC sections and for PHY sections respectively. For the MAC sections, the major remained issue is the lack of the detail MAC management message content to reflect the consensus achieved among DG participants. For the PHY sections, DG has not chance to make enough discussion on possible PHY issues and does not include any new text proposal before Session#62.
II. DG Conference Calls

  There were 6 Multi-Carrier DG conference call hold between Session#61 and Session#62. For each call, it in general takes 2~2.5 hours with web sharing interface to facilitate the discussion. There were 93 members submitted the request to join Multi-Carrier DG email list after Session#61, which is used to proceed DG email discussion. After the end of May, the DG discussion was moved though TGm Google Group email reflector to make sure all the TGm members can receive and access the DG information.
