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Introduction
If CDMA_RNG_FLG is set to 0 which means CDMA ranging procedure is omitted, the serving ABS must pre-allocate STID at the target ABS through AAI_HO-CMD message, so that the target ABS can allocate uplink resources for the AAI_RNG-REQ message to the AMS. (Unlike 16e, 16m does not have the Fast_Ranging_IE which provides unicast allocation using MAC address)
