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1. Introduction
According to the section “16.4.7.3 Femto ABS Access Restrictions” of “IEEE P802.16m/D4” [1], an AMS may access or initiate handover to a CSG-Closed Femto ABS, which is not contained in the CSG whitelist, in case of manual Femto ABS selection. Upon reception of the AAI_RNG-REQ message, the Femto ABS shall determine whether the AMS performs manual Femto ABS selection or not. Therefore, the AAI_RNG-REQ message shall include indicator of manual selection. And manual selection may be considered as an exception when a Femto ABS determines the grant or rejection of access for the AMS.
We propose to add the following text for AAI_RNG-REQ messages and modify the text related to Femto ABS reselection by AMS.
