1. Introduction
CSG white list is critical for an AMS who subscribed to CSG femtos to identify and select accessible CSG femtos with or without UL signaling. On the other hand, there are no mechanisms in D5 to support accessible CSG femtos selection by those AMSes if without CSG white list.  

Generally there are two ways to remedy the spec. One is to mandate CSG white list, which is preferrable. Alternatively, prohibit an AMS who subcribed to CSG femtos to select CSG femtos during INE or preferred ABS selection in idle mode. That means those AMS shall follow the instruction of macro ABSs or open femtos to handover to their subscribed femtos.

Remedy 1:

Accept the following Modifications to 16.4.4.2 CSG White list:
Page 695, Line 54:

16.4.4.2 CSG White list

The CSG white list, is a list of Femto ABSs to which the AMS is subscribed and can access. These femto ABSs are distinguished based on the common identifier defined in 16.4.4.

AMS's local white list may contain the allowable BS IDs or common identifiers of CSGs and relevant information to help derivation of the allowable BS IDs from common identifier.

An AMS subscribed to CSG(s) should be configured with a CSG White List for its accessibility check. The CSG white list may be provided to the AMS by the Femto service provider through the network using messaging that is outside the scope of this standard.

Accept the following Modifications 16.4.7.3 Femto ABS access restrictions:

16.4.7.3 Femto ABS access restrictions

AMS should not attempt to access or initiate handover to a CSG-closed Femto ABS, which is not contained in the CSG whitelist or the AMS does not have CSG white list at all, except in case of emergency call or manual Femto BS selection (see 16.4.7.2). If cell bar bit in CSG-Open Femto ABS is set to 1, non member AMS shall not attempt network entry or handover to the CSG-Open Femto ABS.

Accept the following Modifications to 16.4.9 Idle Mode:

16.4.7.1 Idle Mode 
Femto ABS shall support idle mode.

The Femto ABSs operate like macro ABSs in Idle mode.

An AMS with CSG white list shall not attach to an unsubscribed CSG-Closed Femto ABS in Idle mode. And an AMS without CSG white list shall not attach to any CSG-Closed Femto ABS in Idle mode.
