1. Minimal HO Reentry Interleaving Interval is counted in unit of frame and hence one bit is not enough. Suggest to use at least 2 bits (up to four frames)
2. Minimal HO Reentry Interleaving Interval cannot be 0 if AMS only support carrier switching.
