· Carl Stevenson gave brief report on CITEL PCC-II meeting in December 2002 in Buenos Aires, Argentina.

· Brazil’s proposal is most in line with CEPT

· Canadians support allocation of both bands, but recommend antenna mask

· US supports allocation of 5150-5350 with DFS threshold of –67 dBm, but want to defer 5470 to 5725 until WRC-07.

· (US proposal was put into the CPM text for Agenda Item 1.5 as Method D.  CEPT administrations insisted on listing many disadvantages.)

· Chair of the CITEL WRC-prep WG insisted on putting out a “draft Inter-American Proposal” (“IAP”), but this was done by simply combining the three conflicting proposals into a single document where different parts are “this OR that OR the other”. The Chair’s intent was to expose the three proposals to all parties, in order promote decision-making within administrations in hopes of gaining closure on a real IAP at the February 2003 PCC-II meeting (last chance for an IAP).  

· Andy Gowans presents updates on ITU PDNR and DFS threshold analysis

· European change proposal from CEPT JPT5G

· Includes static link budget analysis

· Includes impact of radar detection threshold RLAN False Alarm rate and Radar Detection Failure

· Looks at results from aggregate and link budged aggregate interference budgets

· New detection threshold table with stepped threshold for different TX power levels

· Possibility of allowing unlicensed devices to operate in the 3650-3700 MHz band. 

· The 3650-3700 band contains three US Government radar sites and some FSS earth stations (receive in this band) that are grandfathered and need protection.  

· Current proposed rules for this band are for fixed base stations for services like FWA, local loop service, etc.

· NOI raises questions on the practicality of allowing unlicensed devices to use these bands.
