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802.22 Liaison Report to 802.18
We continue to attempt to reach the Letter Ballot phase for the standard.  We have been progressing through the current version of the Working Document and attempting to approve text section-by-section.  Although we have been approving text; it is clear from the attendance at this Interim Session that a further vote must occur for confirmation.  We have not yet decided whether the approved text will be confirmed by electronic ballot or at the upcoming Plenary Session in March.
We reviewed a new contribution which will become the Spectrum Manager Section of the Working Document.  Included in this text are the specifications of Spectrum Manager related primitives that are intended to carry information from the MLME through SAPs.  These primitives will allow interaction with a higher layer database and the local PHY spectrum sensing and geolocation services.
We approved the step-wise intialization outlines for the BS and CPE and the respective flowchart figures.  The accompanying detailed text for the Initialization and Network Association Section is continuing to be developed.
We reviewed the Spectrum Sensing Section and determined that it is necessary to update the section in order to reflect more recent decisions and agreements.

We are developing the transmission of the CPE basic capability information elements.  These information elements are used for the Authorization Stage and the Registration Stage.  The text for these stages continues to be developed.

We approved a large portion of the MAC Section.  However, there are still portions of the text that need work.

The PHY Section of the Working Document is close to being considered ready for Letter Ballot.  We have spent some time discussing a few of the final issues that need consensus.

TG1 did not meet during this Session.  They continue to attempt to resolve comments from the last Letter Ballot.
