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802.19 Coexistence TAG Meeting

The Chair gave an overview of the Study Group’s activities since the January meeting in Ft. Lauderdale There were no teleconferences held. 

Web site has been brought up and email reflector is active; Ian Gifford has brought the web site up to date with

Electronic registration is now active, and attendees can register for attendance credit in both 802.19 and their “home” group.

Agenda for Dallas and minutes from Ft. Lauderdale were approved by acclamation.

Voting tokens were handed out.

The next item on the agenda was officer elections, which had been tabled in Ft. Lauderdale.  Jim Lansford was nominated for Chair, and his election was approved by acclamation.  There were no nominations for vice-chair, so that election was tabled; the Chair will solicit nominations between meetings.

Rev 2 of the Charter (document 03/001r2) and Operating Rules (03/002r2) documents were presented and discussed.  These revisions will be published and voted on by letter ballot between the March and May meetings.

A presentation (03008r0P802-19_Coexistence of multiple UWB PHY layers) on UWB coexistence was given by John Santhoff of PulseLink.  The presentation described goals for a common signaling between diverse UWB PHY systems.  For example, there may be non-802.15.3a UWB systems that need to coexist with standard 802.15.3a systems, and this approach would allow them to have some basic collaboration.

Mat Sherman and Jim Lansford led a discussion on the Coexistence Guideline document (03/007); this will be revised and circulated to the reflector.
