Following the joint meeting at the January Interim meeting in London, feedback is requested from the IEEE 802.21 working group on the issue of the HESSID, and whether such information would allow the IEEE 802.21 information model to be abstracted to the network layer.
More specifically, the HESSID provides a unique identifier for an ESS such that all APs in the ESS provide a homogeneous set of services and DS connectivity to one or more service providers, and may enable IEEE 802.21 to simplify their information model.
The attached document (11-07-0136-00-000u) provides details of the HESSID proposal.

We look forward to further discussions on this issue, and would like invite you to send feedback in time for the next face-to-face meeting.
