2- Review of the WRAN Reference Model Spreadsheet 

G. Chouinard had sent a new version of the WRAN spreadsheet (22-04-0002-08-0000) on the reflector before the meeting and was asked to explain the new changes.  He mentioned that the accompanying email summarized these changes.  A quick review was made.

3- Review of the Functional Requirements document

Revision 26 of doc. 0007 was sent on the reflector before the call.  The review started with section 5.4. The discussion on the CPE antenna height took place again.  The following points were raised:

· How much of a Recommended Practice can be included in the FRR rulings and how would it be enforced?

· What would be the applicability of the OTARD ruling on the WRAN operation?

· A Trade Association would need to be there at the start of deployment of the WRAN systems to make sure that interference would be avoided through proper certification of equipment and certification of installations.

· Could policing for installation be part of the PHY and MAC.  Some CPE's could monitor other CPE's.  Can it be built-in in hardware.  A sentence to that effect already exists in section 5.4.  The text of the section was re-arranged and included a mention that a Recommended Practice [will] be developed.

A straw poll was taken on the possibility of the group initiating the process to develop the PAR and 5 Criteria in July to undertake the development of the Recommended Practices for WRAN operation.  The PAR and 5 Criteria would be developed during the Plenary in July, submitted at EC in November and then to be approved in December at NavCom.  The work would be done in a SG or a TG under the 802.22WG when approved.  Because of the fact that the development of these Recommended Practices need to be done in parallel with the development of the standard, an unofficial study group could start the discussions earlier.  No objection was raised in the straw poll.

The document to be developed may need to have a stronger title than “Recommended Practice” such as “Recommended minimum system specifications.”

The document review continued up to section 8.4 (not included).  Accepted changes will appear in revision 27.
