· Since AMC feature has been removed, the corresponding fields/bits would be removed from Table 1, Table 6, Table 7 (table removed), and Table 8 in the doc. 

· Possible CID value change from 16 to 12 in Table 3 and Table 8

· Clarification was needed from Carl and the group on CID, whether it meant for a modem, bridge or router. Ivan was going to send an email to Carl and reflector for the purpose.  

· Power control resolution (step size) was to be determined (0.5 dB or 0.25 dB or 1 dB)

· CDMA Ranging parameters in Table 13 (or Table 14 before removing Table 7)

· Jung Sun commented the field “duration” should be kept with 6 bit. The bit size for “code” should be restored to 8. 

· The notes of “If ((Code = …)) for field “usage” had been removed due to “BW request” and “ranging” were specified using different bit values in Table 8 or Table 9 before removing Table 7) UIUC table (values 5 and 6).
