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P802.1DU: One-slide summary
The intention of the IEEE 802.1 TSN 
Task Group is:
• P802.1DU is a stand-alone 

document, separate from 802.1Q, 
defining Cut Through Forwarding 
(CTF) Bridges and CTF in Bridged 
Networks.
• P802.1DU specifies the CTF Bridge 

entirely above the traditional MAC 
demarcation between 802.1 and 
other 802.xx working groups. 
Deviation from this demarcation is 
NOT intended.

• Ports of CTF Bridges can be, among 
others, any mix of Store and 
Forward MACs (e.g., 802.3) and/or 
cut-through MACs (CTF MACs).
• P802.1DU provides connectivity in 

networks of mixed CTF and 802.1Q 
Bridges with CTF and Store and 
Forward MACs.
• A CTF Bridge should be compatible 

with any CTF MAC via an interface 
for CTF MACs, and support (not 
limit the choice of) different error 
frame marking mechanisms.
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
