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The current baseline is on the server as document 360r1.

It incorporates yesterdays resolutions to Raju’s comments.

Motion:

To accept Document 360r1, with modification by the following two resolutions, as the TGe QoS Baseline Proposal:

Duncan’s Resolution from Tuesday afternoon:

Move that the specific definition of scheduling algorithm and channel access method to be used in level 1 QoS be temporarily replaced with a text placeholder in the baseline document; further to reiterate that as of the November 2000 meeting the call for QoS baseline proposals is closed, and text to replace the placeholder be based on existing proposals.

The “sidebar” discussion and resolution today:

Modify the definition of level 1 ESTAs such that they will accept a QoS CF-Poll. The ESTAs will utilize the TxOP limit field and only respond with a data frame if it can accommodate that limit. If not, the ESTA will respond with a Qos Null Frame which will include the priority of the highest occupied queue and {the size of that queue or size of the frame at the head of that queue – TBD}. In addition, level 1 ESTAs will not need to recognize piggybacked Acks. Instead an ACK will be used by the EAP for ESTAs that are level 1. However the ability to recognize piggybacked Acks will be indicated by the ESTA during association.
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
