The following is a quote from the IEEE Standards Operations Guide.

The ballot shall provide three choices: 

1) Approve (Affirmative). This vote may be accompanied by comments suggesting corrections and improvements. Action on such comments is left to the discretion of the Sponsor. 

2) Do Not Approve (Negative). This vote shall be accompanied by specific reasons in sufficient detail so that the specific wording of the changes that will cause the negative voter to change his or her vote to "approve" can readily be determined. The Sponsor shall obtain written confirmation from each voter that indicates concurrence with any change of his or her vote. Written confirmation can be by letter, fax, or electronic mail. In the absence of reasons for a negative vote, the ballot shall, after a follow-up inquiry, be classified as "no response." 

3) Abstain. This category is provided to allow for ballot returns from members who do not wish to review the document because of conflict of interest, lack of expertise, or other reasons. A reason shall be given for this vote; otherwise, the ballot shall be classified as "no response."

Read for "Sponsor": "Working Group".

Valid Ballot

1) To qualify as a valid Working Group Letter Ballot, 50 % of the Voting Members must have returned their vote and no more than 30% of those returned may abstain. Based on a current roster of 73 that requires at least 37 to be returned. See next page

2) If 50 % of the Voting Members have returned their ballots at the announced closing date, the ballot closes. Ballot forms received after closure do not count towards the result of the ballot and no credit is given towards voting right maintenance. However, comments may be addressed at Working Group's discretion or ballot resolution group's discretion, but. 

3) If the 50 % returns is not achieved at the announced closing date, the ballot will close at the time 50 % of the Voting Members have returned their ballot.

Ballot result

1) Motion is a non-technical motion: from the Voting Members voting "Yes" or "No", 50 % need to vote yes in order for this motion to pass. 

2) Comments will not be resolved on this ballot, but the reason for a “No” vote must still be submitted.
