4. Open issue is what atomic time unit will be used to measure time.  Also, if a lower resolution should be used for beacons and other timing units. – TBD
5. Remove editorial notes at the beginning of clause 7 and 8 indicating that the clauses have not been reviewed or approved. – DONE 4/6/01
6. At what rate does a DEV (was STA now DEV – device) request association – At the base rate always – DONE 4/6/01, in sub-clause 7.2.1
7. The beacon is always sent at the base rate – Confirmed – DONE 4/6/01, in sub-clause 7.2.1
8. Does coordinator know DEV's max data rate – No, needs to be added to association frame. – Will be put in the probe response 

9. Does each DEV know every other DEV's rate set – No, it is informed by the coordinator in a TBD packet. – Add to MAC issues list
10. How does a DEV renegotiate a data rate?  Through the coordinator – checking for command frame – and on a packet by packet basis it can be lowered. – Needs to be added, add to MAC issues list
