· Conduct conference calls between January and March meetings to finish PAR and 5 criteria and finish selection criteria.

· March meeting – Approve PAR and 5 Criteria.  Present requirements document and approve selection criteria.  PAR approval by ExCom.  Issue the CFP with the deadline being prior to the May meeting.

· Between March and May, review proposals as they are submitted.  Evaluate proposals against the selection criteria.

· May … Proposal presentations and proposal evaluation against the selection criteria.

· Between the May and July meetings, continue proposal evaluations.
