Vancouver Meeting:

Discussed possible required presentations that will be done to justify technical required comments during re-circulation. Two were identified: Power Save complexity reduction - Bill Shvodian and Security improvements - Dan. These will be scheduled for Monday morning to optimize the amount of time during official meeting for comment resolution and group decisions. SG3a will require some non-overlapping time for channel model selection. We will also probably need to form a Ballot Resolution Committee (BRC) at the end of the meeting to ensure that all of the remaining comments get addressed and another re-circulation ballot scheduled prior to the September meeting. Any other technical presentations will need to be scheduled at least 10-days in advance of the meeting. As always, full replacement text will be required by the Vancouver meeting or a comment may be rejected for lack of suggested remedy.

James also noted that aMacDelBurstSize was also undefined. aAsyncRequestLifetime was set to 1 second and everyone agreed. After a short discussion, James agreed to take the definition of the other two parameters to the reflector for resolution by Thursday.

There were also two gray boxes (diagrams did not translate properly into PDF due to OLE problems on James' machine) for figures 146 and 147. Jay will translate these to Visio and send copy to James so they will be visible in D10.
