The sponsor ballot group for TG4 currently has 49 people signed up (The ballot pool included over 200 people). 


The chair presented the opening report with the document number 802.15-02/258r0. Current plan is to go to sponsor ballot right after the September meeting pending conditional approval. This results in a 2 month delay from the original plan. Since one new no-vote was received a re-circulation ballot is required. Bob proposes to work on the open technical items this week since the TR submitters are present at the meeting. In order to get conditional approval all technical comments need to be closed by the end of the week. 

After the meeting the team has about 2 month to clean draft before going  for another 10 day re-circulation. The 3rd re-circulation should end right before the September meeting.  End of the 3rd week in August would be the drop-dead date for the draft. Bob is still trying to get RevCom approval in January. RevCom gate review in March of 2003, published in June 2003.

Rene Struik submitted 39 comments, however Jose did not accept them since the e-mail came in late and he is a non-voter.

Jose will organize the comment database and filter some of the comments 

There are 3 teams that will be working on the comment resolution, the MAC team will meet with David Cypher, there is the security team, and Robert’s coexistence team.

Said Moridi commented that he does not see a problem in creating a solution similar to TG3. 

Ed Callaway plans to discuss Rene Struik’s comments with Dan, and Ari from NTRU.
