· The WiFi-5 strategy was dropped and Wi-Fi will cover all b & a products

· To differentiate products, they have developed a matrix that will go on boxes, not the product, that will determine the product capabilities

· So that consumers can determine the capabilities of the product, a serial number given at certification that must be on the product so a customer can look up on the WiFi Alliance site to determine capability.

· SSN submitted and accepted as candidate for interim security initiative prior to TGI being finalized (targeted for sept next year)

· Successful N+I tradeshow in Tokyo

· Interviews with press & press conference

· 12 Companies in the pavilion

· Areas of Primary interest

· Wi-Fi hot spots

· 802.11 a certification

· Security

· Completed second round of 802.11a interoperability testing at end of may

· Expect third round to be in august

· Anticipate test bed in place and formal certification starting closely thereafter

· Next meeting September 24 Rome Italy
