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IEEE802.15.SG3a Opening Report

1. Conducted work on documents via email so as to get worldwide participation.  Most of the work was on the Technical Requirements (02104) and on the Selection Criteria (02105).

2.  Had a great response to the call for channel model contributions.  Received 12 contributions from 9 individuals.  These contributions will get a first hearing on Tuesday, July 9.  

3. Channel model subcommittee organized by Jeff Foerster to process the channel model contributions into a recommended channel model for consideration by the study group.

4. Work in Vancouver is to completion doc 02105, “Selection Criteria” and make significant progress towards selecting a channel model for group consideration.

5. On-going work in IEEE802.15.3 is causing a two month slippage in the schedule of SG3a but this works to our advantage because it gave us time to work on the channel model.  Hope to start hearing alternate PHY proposals starting the November meeting.

Overall the study group participation has been excellent with a Sydney attendance of 56 individuals.
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
