2.1 Approval minutes

The minutes of the previous conference call on 2-14-02:

were approved by unanimous consent.

Vic had earlier circulated a draft presentation outline and some slides for the upcoming March 8 WECA meeting in Beijing with the Chinese MII (RR-02-026r0_Proposed-outline-for-presentation-to-china.doc).  Vic reviewed these with the group, pointing out the major points: proposing that China follow the European CEPT rules, and requesting clarification on some points in the translation of the Chinese regulation.   These points include: are they referring to EIRP?  10 mW or 10 mW/mHz?  How to be measured?  Does load frequency capacity refer to frequency stability?  Vic will continue to work on this presentation based upon comments from the group.  We should be careful not to limit our presentation to 11 mb within the 2.4 band.  Vic will also include material on WRC issues but will not focus on them, as the intent of this meeting is primarily to deal with the transmit power limitation in the new China regulation.  

There was a discussion on adding material in Vic’s presentation regarding use within hospitals.  It was pointed out that if hospital equipment is robust enough to operate in the presence of diathermy equipment then it should be unaffected by the presence of WLAN devices.  Vic will add something on this towards the end of the presentation.

Questions were raised by Mike Green regarding the issue of export controls and whether the Chinese perhaps have different needs for monitoring channels.  It was decided not to get into these issues at the Beijing meeting.

Dave Case volunteered to distribute some reports he had that were relevant, and also to forward contact information for Hank Grant. (?)

There was discussion on whether to request that Dan Brody from the US ITO participate in the Beijing meeting.  Vic will forward Dan Brody’s contact info to Greg Ennis.
