The technical subcommittee held two conference calls to work on the Technical Requirements (02104) and on the Selection Criteria (02105).  In addition, the channel model subcommittee held two conference calls to work on channel model issues (02368). 

2.  During the Monterey meeting we will be holding two more sessions for editing on 02104 and 02105 (Wed and Thru); in addition, we’ll be starting work on 02365, the evaluation criteria, and that work will be done on Thursday.

3. The channel model subcommittee will be holding two sessions on Tuesday to work on channel model issues (02368r0).

4. Monday is set aside to work on administrative issues.  Scheduled for Monday are sessions on office voting procedures, CFP and PAR & 5C.  

5. Wednesday at the 3:30 PM session we are scheduled to conduct TG status officer voting.  You’ll be able to meet the candidates during the Monday evening session at 6:30 PM, which has time set aside for that purpose.

6. We’re hoping to come out of this week with three motions and a slate of TG status officers.  The three motions are:

· Asking WG15 to approve the PAR

· Asking WG15 to approve the 5C

· Asking WG15 to issue a CFP for an alternate PHY against the PAR and 5C

7. Be sure to attend the Friday morning WG15 plenary session where these motions will be acted upon.  Also, the slate of TG status officers will be approved by the WG at this time.
