Monterey Agenda - Change all LB20 to LB19. Add LB19 report and hot item determination to Monday afternoon session. Jim has minutes from BRC in Schaumburg (need minutes document) and John will summarize conference call minutes. LB17 resolution status - John: LB17 comment resolution and LB12 clarification resulted in three voters changing their vote from no to yes on LB17/12 (H.K. Chen, David Cypher, and James Gilb). Six voters did not have their comments resolved to their satisfaction and remain no votes on LB17 (Raju Gubbi (LB12), Gregg Rasor, Mark Schrader, Jay Bain, Bill Shvodian, and Al Heberling). Final LB17 results are 67 yes, 6 no, and 2 abstain (92% approval).
