STUDY GROUP PLANNING

Larry handed over running the planning discussion to Jason.

Workplan Discussion

Larry suggested the group discuss and identify any required special tasks that SG4a needs to do. Two tasks were identified :

a) to generate a new channel model (much higher range). Andy Mollisch agreed to lead a Channel Model group for SG4a. Larry reminded the group that Chris O’ Connor had expressed interest in this in SFO and Collin Lanzl also expressed interest.

b) To categorise responses to the CFA to aid in drawing technical requirements but also in  identifying whether existing standards meet the application requirements. Colin Lanzl agree to lead this activity for SG4a.

Jason reminded the group that the CFA remains open until the beginning of the next meeting (Albuquerque) and requested members to encourage known interested parties to submit responses before the closing date.

A discussion took place on how 15.4a would differ from 15.4. Larry reminded the group that the evening presentation in SFO clearly identified precision location as a differentiating factor.

The group also identified longer range as a differentiator over 15.3a. Jason stressed that it is likely that no significant modifications to the 15.4 MAC would be acceptable.

Jason also reminded the group that the SFO presentations have been submitted ‘en bloc’ as responses to the CFA and will retain the individual contributors names within the document although Jason will be the document owner.

The group discussed email and conference calls as the mechanisms to employ for progressing the work. A discussion on acceptable times for conference calls revealed that the group is still predominantly US/European and so morning Pacific Time is the preferred time for calls. Should the contributions from Far Eastern participants increase then the group can alternate between times suitable to the current majority and Far East members.

The group agreed to a single conference cal between 802. meetings with most work done via the email reflector. If additional conference calls are required they can readily be set up.

The special task groups on Channel Models and Application Classification can schedule their own conference calls as required to support their work. The leaders of those tasks will inform the membership of their planned schedules.

Patrick Kinney suggested the group clearly identify whether the scope for 15.4a would be indoor and outdoor applications

Jason reminded the group that the invitations from the Chairs or 802.18 & 802.19 would be taken up in Albuquerque.

Jason handed control of the meeting back to Larry.

Larry asked for responses to the CFA. None were forthcoming. In response to suggesting a recess, Colin Lanzl suggest to use the afternoon session to begin drafting what we can on the PAR and 5C documents. The group agreed and Larry recessed the meeting until 1pm.
