1. Between Kaua’I and Fort Lauderdale we conducted work on documents via email and conference calls.  The technical subcommittee worked on the Technical Requirements (02104) and on the Selection Criteria (02105) via email which have been given TG3a documents 03/030 and 03/031 respectively.  The channel model subcommittee work has been edited in document 03/031 (thanks to Jason and Kai for excellent work).  The down-selection committee held two conference calls to collect editing input (minutes document 02/491r1).
