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Abstract

Session 6.1.3.4 of SRD IEEE 802.16n-10/0048 specifies the guidelines for path management. Based on that, this proposal proposes a framework for establishment and maintenance of alternative paths to support fast recovery in the event of intermediate note failure or link disconnection.
