Discussion of an AWD structure proposed by the editor Anh Tuan in C802.16n-11/0191r1. Main point of discussion was whether and which HR functionality should reside in the baseline sections of the AWD. 

Sungcheol Chang presented contribution C802.16n-11/0198 in which all HR functionality related text resides in HR sections with the exception of MAC messages. 
One of the main issues brought up in discussion is the clear demarcation of PHY text such that the interested reader could unambiguously determine which technical elements belong to which of the many HR features.

Another suggestion (Eldad) was to adopt names for MAC messages according to some agreed convention. 

The chair has requested Eunkyong and Anh Tuan to harmonize by Wed. AM
Compliance polling C802.16n/11-0148 presented (Eldad). Eunkyong corrected his own input to it regarding talkaround mode. Corrected matrix uploaded as 148r1; Chair has requested Eldad to continue compliance matrix activity by email.
Discussion of revised PAR and new PAR necessitated by the 802.16 document split to Rev3 and 16.1 specifications. The Chair has clarified that:

· Rev3 par revision is editorial in nature and could be limited to just document names and numbers
· A new PAR is formally required to amend 16.1. As activity has already been approved (and started) the original dates should be kept. 

· New par will be named 16.1.a. Both old 16n and 16.1.a PARs to be handled by GRIDMAN. 
The chair doesn’t see any change in contents. 
Documents to be discussed again and voted by the end of the week.

Anh Tuan will work to release both AWD’s by Oct. 14’th, the format (frame vs. word, coloring) is TBD.
Eunkyong preferred to keep a single document until all comments are resolved and then split. Eldad noted that editorial comments as well as technical are usually resolved in the next meeting and that there’s no opportunity for resolution prior to it. Proposal was not accepted.
