1. Introduction
At the Opening Plenary of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (WG) Session #64, Reza Arefi, Chair of the ITU-R LG, presented an opening report (IEEE L802.16-09/0127r1), including lists of background documents and input contributions and liaisons, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting. 5.  Outcome of Session #64

It was also agreed that no contribution towards February meeting of WP 5D related to IMT-Advanced was necessary out of Session #64.

Document IEEE L802.16-09/0128 was sent to 802.18 Regulatory TAG Chair on Tuesday evening. ITU-R LG Chair attended 802.18 meeting on Wednesday afternoon to review and the present document. 802.18 TAG approved the document and passed a motion to send the document on behalf of 802.16 WG to the IEEE 802 Executive Committee (EC) for approval.
Objective 5: Agree to process regarding later necessary contributions to WP 5D #7 on IMT issues
ITU-R LG discussed the matter and concluded that the same process utilized during the course of IMT-Advanced candidate submission process should be followed in 2010. The WG and ITU-R LG will work with 802.18 Chair to put the process in place.
