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Comments on the RS Handover

Introduction

Currently, in P802.16j/D6, 6.3.22.4.1, following words are found for mobile RS(MRS) handover, “The MRS Handover process hands off all the MSs attached to itself, along with the MRS, to a target MRBS. It follows the same procedures as described for an MS handover in section 6.3.22.2.” In 6.3.22.4.4, the cancel of RS handover is defined. 
However, there is no description on the MS’s resource retain timer in the MRS. It is expected that to the aid of this timer, after the RS cancels its own handover, the MS may be connected back to the RS when HO drop happens. 
Proposed Changes
[Add the following sentence at the beginning of 6.3.22.4.4 on Page 168 as indicated:]

6.3.22.4.4 MRS drops during handover
The MRS shall retain the connections, MAC state machine, and PDUs associated with the attached MS for service continuation until the expiration of Resource retain timer. 
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
