15.3.7.7 Emergency Alert Service
Emergency alert service is defined as a service that would provide the public with alerts on imminent emergency events, such as earthquake, storm, etc. The alerts would target subscribers in a specific geographical location. 
The emergency alert service uses a pre-defined STID and multiple FIDs to carry emergency information. The FIDs used are differentiated by emergency alert information priority and/or CS type. If an AMS supports the CS type used for emergency alert, the AMS shall receive and decode the emergency alert information. FIDs specified by extended system information (AAI-SCD message) are assigned by ABS but not established via DSA transaction.
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
