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Unicast Service Control Information within Advanced MAP (16.3.6.2.2)

Problem Statement

According to existing text, the A-MAP carries unicast service control information. The term unicast service refers to data intended for a particular entity (AMS). However, the A-MAP carries broadcast service control information elements as well such as pointed by Broadcast Assignment A-MAP IE. Moreover, some A-MAPs do point to any unicast service such as Non-User specific A-MAP.  
In addition, the term unicast in A-MAP sections is used without the service reference, leading to a confused ascription to the A-MAP IE instead for the service.  
Suggested Solution

It is suggested to remove the term unicast from A-MAP description as suggested below.
Every time the term unicast is used to describe unicast service, add the service reference.   
Suggested Standard Modifications
Modify text in page 434, line 61 in section 16.3.6.2.2, as follows:
When there is no S-SFH SP in the SFH, the SFH resources are used for transmitting other control informa​tion and/or A-MAP and data allocations.
The Advanced MAP (A-MAP) carries unicast service control information. Unicast service control informa​tion consists of user-specific control information and non-user-specific control information.
Modify text in page 435, line 24 in section 16.3.6.3.6, as follows:

A-MAP regions shall be present in all DL unicast AAI subframes. When default TTI is used, DL data alloca​tions corresponding to an A-MAP region occupy resources in the AAI subframe where the A-MAP region is located.
Modify text in page 455, line 24 in section 16.3.6.5.2, as follows:
16.3.6.5.2 Unicast Control Information Elements
A-MAP IE is defined as the basic element of unicast service control.
