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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes methods for Acknowledging the Sleep Cycle Configuration Change Initiated Using Service Specific BR without STID Header in IEEE 802.16m.
IEEE 802.16m/D4 now have included the SCID switch parameters in the “Service Specific BR without STID Header Format” in section 16.2.2.1.3.3.  In this message, however the D4 document does not propose any unique acknowledgement mechanism from the ABS.  (As per D4: If SCID change indicator is set to 1, the ABS shall send an acknowledgement to confirm the change of sleep mode configuration.)There needs to be further clarification in the manner the SCID switch is handled at the AMS and ABS.
