1. Introduction

According to IEEE 802.16m/D5, there are MBS service TLV, MBS Zone Identifier as well as E-MBS service TLV and E-MBS zone ID in AAI_DSA-REQ/RSP message. Actually, MBS service TLV and E-MBS service TLV are nearly the same in function. MBS Zone Identifier and E-MBS zone ID have the same size. There is the same problem with AAI_DSC-REQ/RSP message. Besides, E-MBS service TLV is missing in this message. 
We suggest combining these two groups of parameters in both AAI_DSA-REQ/RSP and AAI_DSC-REQ/RSP message. An MBS/E-MBS indicator is proposed to indicate whether the connections for associated service flows belong to a legacy zone or an AAI zone.
