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1. Introduction
Contribution C80216m-10/0748r3 has been accepted in Session 68. However, the correspondent proposed modification for AAI_UL_MultiBS_MIMO_SBP message format has not been implemented thoroughly in [1]. In particular, the row related to interference sensitivity level (ISL) is missing. This contribution aims to clean-up the message format by inserting a row for ISL in Table 749 of [1], as shown in the text proposal below.
