Dear Stuart,

Thank you for the letter dated 17 Nov 2006.

We have had discussions in 802.21 regarding the 802.11u requirement of definining functionality by which a 802.11 STA is able to determine what online enrolment (also called online subscription) methods are supported by the local network.
We have had joint sessions with 802.11u and further discussions in 802.21 on this item.

The 802.21 working group indeed feels that this requirement is within the scope of its current work items. The Information service work item being handled in 802.21 defines a set of different Information Elements (IEs) which help in network discovery and network selection selection across heterogenous networks. One possible way to handle this specific requirement is to define a set of IEs that can provide information about different enrolment methods.
The joint sessions with 802.11u during the year 2006 have been very productive. We look forward to additional discussions with 802.11u during the current (January 2007) and also the March 11th -16th 2007, Orlando, Florida, USA meetings. We invite 802.11 members to review the current 802.21 draft D03.00 and provide any feedback on the same as well.
